All your work has to be mindful of the codes of practice of the:

Ethical practices and requirements of the University and Faculty you are registered with.
Broadly, these require you to be respectful of:
· The person 
· Knowledge
· Democratic Values
· The quality of educational research 
· Academic Freedom 
Specifically, when you are undertaking research in your school:

Seek permission from your Headteacher and/or Coach ensuring you work within your school policy and protocols for ethical practice including safeguarding
Gain informed consent, which is free from any coercion, from research participants who may be colleagues, children and young people or parents. This can be gained in writing or on tape. 

Include, 

· the right to withdraw 

· the right to be informed about the progress of the research.

Consider the issues for research participants as you alter your identity from teacher to researcher.

Keep all research participants anonymous and do not use the names of people or schools. 

Keep all data secure.
